WEDNESDAY 1 OCTOBER
CONFLICT & PEACE

As millions of people in the
MENA live through the terrible
reality of conflict and war,
SAT-7’s programmes are
highlighting stories of resilience

and sharing God’s comfort
and peace. Pray that SAT-7’s
producers will be led to make
the right kinds of programmes
and episodes that make a real
difference in war-impacted
communities.

THURSDAY 2 OCTOBER

Journeying Towards Peace is a SAT-7 ARABIC
podcast that educates and inspires the people of the
Arab world to break cycles of violence and embrace
reconciliation. Pray especially for presenter Sami
Mehanna, that he will speak words of wisdom and
comfort.

FRIDAY 3 OCTOBER

“It's truly indescribable,” said Nadia, a young girl
from Iran, earlier this year. “At night you don’t know
if you’ll wake up to see the sunrise. You worry about
your loved ones and don’t know if theyre safe or
not.” Pray for the protection of all of SAT-7’s young
viewers living in conflict zones.

SATURDAY 4 OCTOBER

The heart-breaking situation in the Holy Land over
the past two years has left tens of thousands of
people dead and many more injured, traumatised, or
grieving. Pray for God'’s will to be done in the region,
and for new avenues of protection and provision to
open up for those in dire need.
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SUNDAY 5 OCTOBER

“Now may the Lord of peace himself give you peace
at all times and in every way” (2 Thessalonians
3:16q). Pray for all those in the MENA yet to
experience the inner peace of Jesus, even in the
midst of conflict.

MONDAY 6 OCTOBER

Farah, a Christian from Sudan in his 20s, contacted
SAT-7 to say: “l came to Egypt after the [Sudan] war
started, but | feel that the devil has a hold on me. |
want to have a relationship with the Lord but | don‘t
know much about Christ, and my faith is weak.”

Pray for war refugees like Farah who feel spiritually
discouraged, that God will reveal His love to them
and ignite their faith.

TUESDAY 7 OCTOBER

SAT-7 ARABIC programmes You

Are Not Alone, Voice of the Church
and Different Angle (pictured) have
broadcast episodes relating to the
wars in the Holy Land, Lebanon and
Syria this year. Pray that these special
episodes will impart the hope of Jesus
to our viewers.

WEDNESDAY 8 OCTOBER

Is it really possible to have Jesus’ peace when war
draws near to your home2 Mino, a woman from
Iran, has lived the answer: “In these difficult days,
our Lord Jesus Christ has been with us. | had no fear;
my heart was warm because we have Christ our
Lord. | slept peacefully, went outside, and was very
calm. I thank God... we are very, very grateful.”
Thank God for Mino’s experience, and for His
presence with all His people during times of trouble.
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THURSDAY 9 OCTOBER

New SAT-7 KIDS
programme Children

of Light, filmed in the
Moroccan dialect of Arabic,
is providing foundational
Christian teaching alongside
fun activities, education, and
life skills such as cookery
and managing finances.
Pray for the spiritual and
personal growth of all the
young Moroccan people
tuning in to this programme.

FRIDAY 10 OCTOBER

Earlier this year, a team from SAT-7 KIDS contributed
to a mental health event at a school for refugee
children in the Bekaa Valley, Lebanon. Pray that the
team will positively impact children’s mental health in
Lebanon as they attend future events.

SATURDAY 11 OCTOBER

SAT-7 ARABIC's Youth for an Enabling Society (YES)
project is sharing the inspiring stories of people

from across the Arab world who have overcome
obstacles to impact their society for good. These mini
documentaries reached 300,000 followers in one
month! Thank God for the impact of this project and
pray that viewers will be inspired to follow their own
callings.

SUNDAY 12 OCTOBER

“Devote yourselves to prayer, being watchful and
thankful” (Colossians 4:2). Pray for God's help to be
devoted, watchful and thankful in your prayer life.
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MONDAY 13 OCTOBER
BIBLE TEACHING

The Word of God is a firm
foundation for individuals,
families, communities and
even nations. SAT-7 is
committed to sharing the

Word of God in the MENA
and helping our viewers
implement its teaching in
their lives. Pray that
SAT-7’s staff teams will
keep the Bible at the centre
of all they do.

TUESDAY 14 OCTOBER

Isolated Christians in Iran continue fo be resourced by
long-running SAT-7 PARS programme Principles of
Faith, which teaches the Bible in simple terms. Pray that
more people will have their faith strengthened by this
programme.

WEDNESDAY 15 OCTOBER

“You were the first people | saw teaching Christian
doctrine,” said Angela, a teenager from Egypt. “You
infroduced me to many stories from the Bible and
hymns at about 3 or 4 years old. You shaped my
childhood... Thank you for everything.” Pray that many
more young people in the Arab world will have their
young years shaped by biblical truth.

THURSDAY 16 OCTOBER

SAT-7 TURK's Bible-based programme Telling the
Gospel, which features teaching from a Patriarch in the
Armenian Apostolic Church, speaks the Word of God
directly into viewers' lives. Pray that presenter Sahak
Mashalyan will be filled with the Holy Spirit during
filming.
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FRIDAY 17 OCTOBER

Kamand, a woman from Iran, wrote to us to say:
“Last year, | became a believer. I've been attending
[SAT-7’s Zoom teaching sessions] for about two
months now. I'm still at the beginning of this journey,
but | read the Bible every day and am learning. I'm
grateful.” Pray for Kamand, and new believers like
her, that they will learn through SAT-7 to build their
lives on God's Word.

SATURDAY 18 OCTOBER

SAT-7 ARABIC's new discipleship
programme The Throne of Grace
gives isolated Tunisian Christians the
chance to hear the Word of God
and discussions about how it should
impact believers’ lives. Pray for
God to encourage and strengthen
the Tunisian Church through this
programme.

SUNDAY 19 OCTOBER

“Consequently, faith comes from hearing the
message, and the message is heard through the word
about Christ” (Romans 10:17). As World Mission
Sunday is marked, thank God for SAT-7’s part in
sharing the “word about Christ” across the MENA.
Pray for the many other ministries and individuals who
are part of this same mission.

MONDAY 20 OCTOBER

“For the past few years, | have been following your
programmes through Instagram and YouTube,” said
Nahal from Tirkiye. “I am very eager to learn, and
because | love the SAT-7 network, | want to receive
education from you.” Pray that more Turks like Nahal
will connect with our channel and soak up our Bible
teaching.
